
Religious Education at St. John XXIII 2025-26 

A total of 281 students attended Religious Education classes in the parish this year. 

Weekly Catechism classes took place on Sunday mornings for children aged 4-13 from the end of 

September to the start of May. The single class time of 9.50 to 10.45, between the 9am and 11am 

Masses continues to work well. 

Confirmation preparation classes took place every second week on Thursday evenings for students aged 

14-16. 

Our volunteer Catechists were once again amazing this year. Their endless hours of planning and 

dedication brought a lot of life and joy to the classes. In total we had 42 Catechetical volunteers 

including 6 teenage assistants – mostly current or past Confirmation students.

 The Year 1 and Year 2 Confirmation students participated in 13 sessions on Thursday evenings at the 

parish as well as some longer days of formation throughout the year.

and our Sacramental Preparation classes for older children went through the last of their preparation for 

First Holy Communion.
